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Sustain your child with the gift of your Holy Spirit: the spirit of wisdom and 

understanding, the spirit of counsel and might, the spirit of knowledge and the fear 

of the Lord, the spirit of joy in your presence, both now and forever.  

Holy Baptism, ELW pg. 230 

 
Baptism is a gift. It’s a means of the free gift of grace, it’s a gift of community, it’s a gift of revelation. Still, even as the 
baptized, we live in the world as it is, with all its brokenness. But when sealed by the Holy Spirit, we are freed to 
imagine the world as it ought to be, as it could be. God guides us in our imagining, both on our own and within our 
relationships. As we wonder about and reflect on what God is doing in the world, we can draw on the promises made 
to us in baptism, promises of presence and discernment. 
 
1 Corinthians 2:10-13: 10These things God has revealed to us through the Spirit; for the Spirit searches everything, 
even the depths of God. 11For what human being knows what is truly human except the human spirit that is within? 
So also no one comprehends what is truly God’s except the Spirit of God. 12Now we have received not the spirit of the 
world, but the Spirit that is from God, so that we may understand the gifts bestowed on us by God. 13And we speak of 
these things in words not taught by human wisdom but taught by the Spirit, interpreting spiritual things to those who 
are spiritual.  
 
Questions for Reflection 
• How are you being “taught” by the Spirit? What have you learned? 
• Think back to the last baptism you witnessed. What moved you the most? How is that Spirit emboldening you 

now? 
• How have you seen the Holy Spirit working in your community? How might you be called to participate?

Make us responsive to 

the movement of that Spirit and aware of its work in this world. Grant us, again, 

wisdom and understanding in our discernment, so that we might more clearly envision 

the world as you have intended it.
